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The following dates have been selected for the 2012 summer camping season at Can-Do-It Farm International Horse Camp for Girls. To reserve a spot in any camp, you must call the Farm at 440-858-2244.   All camps begin on Sundays, at 2pm.  Camps require a $150 deposit within 10 days of reservations.  This deposit is non-refundable. The balance of your camp payment is not due until you arrive at the camp. Deposits to be sent to :  2279 East Union Road, Jefferson, Ohio 44047  ATTN:  Camp Director  (Can-Do-It Farm) The price of the 2012 camps will be $900 for a full week, and $450 for a “half-week” camp. (same as last season)
JUNE 10-16  (Advanced Riders Week, ages 13-21..Some requirements)

  This special advanced week is for riders who can walk/trot/and canter easily.  We will be riding many different horses during the week.  Activities include: Advanced flat and dressage lessons, jumping basics and more advanced course work, how to ride a cross country course is included if weather is permitting, how to re-train a horse to suit your riding skills, special equipment lessons (includes saddle types, use of side reins and other equipment that you may be working with, lunging your horse for respect, special training of your own horse (note that you may bring your own horse during this week for an added $85 for board). Guest teachers and many advanced lessons will round up a great week of riding for those who want more from a horse camp than basic lessons.  Ground lessons on various subjects.  
Those riders who wish to become counselors at CDI will need this week of camp before being considered for a job at the Farm.   College girls going to a “horse” program will benefit from this week.

Riders may bring their own horses this season (and I encourage this) , or ride ours.  Be ready for lots of riding here. Sign up early to be sure you have a spot in this week. Requirement: campers must bring along a 3-ring notebook for lesson organization, and a whistle with a lanyard, and a dressage whip.  Breeches and boots are required for this week. (Half chaps are acceptable)  Clothing and whips are  available for purchase  in the Tack Shop on the Camp..CDI Tack Shoppe…(if you do not have your own breeches and boots)   Only 15 girls will be enrolled.  A great learning week ….
JUNE 17-23 Jumping Week (learn to jump & Advanced Jumping) all ages
 This week of “jumping” will cover everything from beginners through advanced. If you have always wanted to learn to jump, or maybe you are jumping now, and want to spend your lessons learning more about jumping?   This week will fill the needs of the girls who want to Jump !  We will split the groups accordingly, so everyone  will have a great time this week.   Add this week to the one before, or the one after to make two great weeks of riding and fun for your camper. You can bring your own horse and work on their skills also! (encouraged)  From grid work to learning to ride a course, ..this is a terrific week of camp. Basic skills are required (walk/trot/canter) to get the most out of this week.  We will evaluate your rider in the first 2 days of this camp to begin at a level that is suitable for her. Most jumping during this week will be done in stadium courses.  Note that there is a cross country week late in the season  (July 29-Aug 4)  for those riders wishing to learn cross country jumping. 
JUNE 24-30  “FUN WITH DRESSAGE AND JUMPING” All Ages 
   This week of riding is important to every girl who loves horses !  Dressage is the basic foundation for your rider, and we will introduce and work with dressage for everyone, both beginner and advanced riders here.  Learning to ride a horse with knowledge and skill will both improve your rider and balance their horse.  Included during this week will be lessons on 2012 dressage tests (Intro, Training and First level tests will be covered during this week), paperwork will be given out to those interested in keeping a notebook, learning how to ride a dressage test, basics of lateral work and balance, how to use what you have learned to produce a great jumping course, teaching your own horse dressage, tack and equipment used (and not used) for dressage, jumping and showing.  This week will be a very informative week for riders who wish to combine their dressage and jumping to have fun and learn.
You won’t want to miss a single lesson here…beginners are welcome in this group, as we will start their riding on the correct path.  Advanced riders will benefit from the review and practice of dressage and jumping from a higher level.  Those jumping riders who have not started dressage yet will love this week of training.  Be sure to bring your own horse if you have one, as the benefit will flow over to your horse too!  If you do not have your own horse, we will provide you with a mount for this week.  Call early for this special week.

JULY 1-7   Trail and Games Week for everyone !  (all ages)
  If you love horses and lots of riding time, this week will be great!  Any age, Any Ability…just lots of fun and trail riding for all. Take your horse on a trail ride and enjoy the woods and lake area.  No basic skills are required here, and we will spend lots of time “in the saddle” .   Bring your own horse, or use one of our mounts this week.   We will ride English or Western for this week, lessons are included two times a day, and trail riding and fun is the name of the game!  Have fun in the lake with our “swimming” horses.  Dive from our horse and cool off during this July week.  A special 4th party will be held with a cook-out and special horse games.  Middle of summer camp for girls who LOVE horses.  Don’t miss it.   Sign up today.
JULY 8-14 ADVENTURE RIDING WEEK (All ages and ability) 
  Trail riding is a favorite among our riders, and adventure week is no exception!  Not only do we trail ride, but a new “horse” adventure is added each afternoon.  Following our morning lesson, each counselor will take a special group of riders in different directions for the “adventure” during the day.  A surprise activity will meet the girls every day, with lots of fun and adventure.  Campers have enjoyed this week so much that we are bringing it back again this season.  Adventures may include trail riding, swimming horses, jumping lessons, training lessons, bathing a horse, grooming contests, and so much more.  It is only limited to the imagination of your counselors during the week.  Your camper will have lots of fun with this week of “summer of horses”.  Sign up early for this week.
July 15-21 ‘TRAINING WEEK” (Horse & Rider) *new this season
      New for this season, a special Training week is here.  If you have a horse, bring it along with you to camp this week.  We will work on basic training of your horse from lunging, tacking, bridle your own horse, equipment work, respect from your horse, trail work, teaching your horse to jump, training your horse for dressage and flat work, ..there is no end to the training that is available for your camper to learn. Riding lessons are given 2x each day.  We will offer several classes each day for the needs of the campers attending this week.  If you don’t have a horse, we will work with the many school horses available for your camper at no extra charge.  If you bring your own horse for training, the fee is only $85 for board.  Where can you train your horse for $85?   Here.   We will start your camper on the right track with the horse.  Teach her what equipment she will need, and how to use it properly.   Safety is our first interest, and this will be taught to your camper FIRST!  This subject is so important to a young rider, that this camp was added this year as an entire week of learning and fun.   I am sure your girls will leave this camp with an entirely new outlook on riding.  Get a great start, add to your knowledge of horses, and learn to train your horse the right way, the safe way.  Patience, time, and knowledge is taught this week.
July 22-28  “JUST PLAIN FUN WEEK” for any rider who loves horses
  This week is geared for those riders who want to have “fun” with their own horse, or one of the camp horses.   Every rider will enjoy the activities offered during this week.  Swimming with the horses, trail riding, riding lessons every day, picnics at the lake, grooming lessons, learning about saddles and bridles that you will be using during your riding, feeding and care of your own horse during the week of camp, finding lots of “horsey” friends that you will share your love of horses with, bareback riding, polo games “under the lights” of the outdoor arena, camp-out night, games on horseback, counselors who love horses as much as the campers do, great meals, lots of time with your horse.  This is what horse camp is all about.  Horses.   So if your camper wants lots of time with the horses, and really “loves” horses, this week is the one.  All ability and ages are welcome here.  You just need to have “fun” this week.  Bring your own horse if you wish ($85 extra fee for board).  You can ride one of ours if you don’t have a horse.  
JULY 29-AUG 4   “CROSS COUNTRY JUMPING WEEK”  (all ages)
Both rider and horse will enjoy this week of cross country riding.  Basic skills are needed for this week, as riders will be learning to jump logs and ditches and cross-country jumps in the field and woods.  All jumps are low, and easy to ride.  Lessons are given in the proper way to approach and jump this type of fence.  There are special lessons on safety during this week.  The time and patience needed for cross country is taught here.  Riders will team up with counselors to learn to take care of their partners and horses during this week.  Riders should know how to walk/trot/canter and negotiate a small fence in the ring before attempting this week of jumping.  All age riders are welcome.  We encourage you to bring your own horse for training during their stay.  Having your camper ride a horse that is familiar to them is helpful.  If you do not own a horse, we will provide your camper with a horse from the Farm at no charge.  If your rider has ever asked to “ride through the fields and jump”, then this camp will give them knowledge that is important to this type of riding.   Eventing and Hunter Pace Riding is based on this type of riding.   Have her learn the safe way to jump cross country.  Protective riding vests are encouraged this week.  They are available in the Tack Shop on the Camp, or you may borrow one from another rider that you may know, or purchase one from other tack shops.  (Average cost is anywhere from $80-$250)  Please be sure that your vests is fitted properly.  (Note that the farm does carry a few “loaner” vests, but sizes and availability are limited..check with the Farm if you would like your camper to borrow one from the Farm for the week)  
AUGUST 5-11  (Hunter Pace Week #1)  Pace day show on the 11th
AUGUST 12-18TH  (Hunte Pace Week #2)   Pace day on the 18th 

   (Each week is $900, with a $25 discount if you attend both weeks) 

   Campers may ride one week, or both weeks.  Sign up early for these two weeks, as they fill quickly.  

Two pace weeks again this year !!  Of course, you wanted them, you get them.  Learn how to control and jump your horse on a hunter pace course and have so much fun doing it!  A course of 30-40 jumps will average 2’ – 2’9” in height, and any jump may be “eliminated” from your course if you wish. (This opens the pace week to beginner riders who only want to ride “flat” over the course.)  Only jump the ones you want, and at the speed you feel comfortable with.  Whether you are a beginner pace rider, or an experienced cross-country rider, you will have lots of fun here.  On Saturday of each week, we will have our annual hunter pace events with teams, ribbons, and prizes.  The pace starts at noon on each Saturday and will last until 5pm that day.  There is an extra entry fee of $30 per rider if your camper wishes to enter the Pace on Saturday (not required to enter show).  A food booth will be set up for everyone to enjoy, and parents always help with the pace management the day of the show.     Friends and parents of the resident campers are welcome to attend.  Outside riders are welcome to sign up the day of the Pace.  The CDI Tack Shoppe will be open all day as well, and is located on the Camp.  A poker rally is included just to add to the fun.  We encourage you to bring along your own horse so you will be comfortable with your mount, but campers may ride the horse they rode during the week of camp if they like.  Winners are determined by the “average time” of all the teams that go out.  Riders may go on the course alone, or in teams of 2 or 3.  Counselors will help in all decisions on jumps and teams to be sure each rider is safe and secure. Outriders will patrol the course during the show.  Jumps are optional, and beginner riders may go around all jumps if they wish.  All riders must wear SEI certified helmets during their mounted times, and safety vests are required (sold in the CDI Tack shop if you want one, or you may purchase one from any tack shop or on-line, but be sure that they are fitted correctly. Call to check on availability and price. You may lay one away for pick-up, but give our Tack Shop lots of time to be sure we have your size in stock.  Riders may stop in for a fitting if they are near the Farm).  You never know who will win, and you may not even care, as the ride is so much fun…it doesn’t matter who wins!!!  You may sign up for both of these weeks if you dare!  But sign early, as only 15 riders each week.  A waiting list will begin when camps are filled.  Deposits are due, and non-refundable, within 10 days of registration.  Riders who do not deposit for these weeks quickly, will be put on a “wait list” after 10 days…as these two weeks fill quickly.  
Half Weeks of camp are available for girls who are not sure they can stay an entire week at the Farm.  Usually, young riders who may become homesick, enjoy the half week program.  The cost is $450 and you may attend a week of your choice above, only you will arrive on Sunday at 2pm, and leave on Wednesday, at noon.   If you wish to arrive on Wednesday at 2pm, you will depart on Saturday after the demo show.  Arrangements are made with the camp director for this program.  Your deposit for half-week is $75, non-refundable. 
*Incentives:  If you attend one week at regular cost, each added week of camp has a $25 credit given.

If you are a camper from 2011 you may refer a new camper to the Farm and receive $25 for each camper who signs up for a camp in 2012, so earn some $$$, and bring a friend to camp this year.
OK, that’s it!  Now it’s your turn to decide. Check your calendars, talk it over, and  call the Farm with your decision…..We hope to see you the summer of  2012. Registration begins in December for last years campers, and January 2012 for  new.
