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A note from the Camp Director about CDI Farm…

When your camper wants to attend a horse camp, you look for a camp that has been in business for a long time, with a history of campers who loved the experience and have returned for several years.  


With over 125 acres of farmland in rural Northeastern Ohio, the Can-Do-It Farm horse camp has been in Jefferson, Ohio since 1975.  We provide a home-like atmosphere for girls from all over the world who just love horses.  Other sports are not offered at this camp..no canoes, no archer, no crafts..JUST horses and everything that goes along with the horses.  Ground lessons teach the campers about caring for and working safely around these magnificent animals.  The love of a horse is so good for a young rider.  All of the horses and tack are provided for the girls at no extra charge.  Campers are welcome to bring along their own horse for an added boarding fee of $85.  The Farm will supply everything except the grain for the boarding fee.  

 
Week-long camps begin every Sunday and are limited to 15 girls per session.  Campers may attend one week or several weeks if they wish.  Camp will run for a total of 10 weeks during the summer months.  


The ages of our campers vary in every camp.  Girls must be 8 to begin their camping experience with the Farm.  Riders are evaluated for experience when they arrive at the Farm.  A suitable horse is assigned to them if they have not brought along their own horse.  Lessons are given from the level that we feel is comfortable for both horse and rider.  Several groups fare formed during the mounted lessons to be sure every rider receives the information and training she needs to improve her riding skills.  From beginner through advanced, each girl will progress at their own speed.


Some camps are arranged for more advanced riders, and parents may talk with the Camp Director (Candy) to find a perfect camp that will fit their girls’ dreams.  From Jumping and Training camps, to Just Plain Fun riding camps, There is a place for every horse lover.  We are a non-competitive riding camp.  Campers who wish to ride Cross-Country and jump may attend one of the two “Hunter Pace” weeks given in August.  Ask the Director about the two weeks of Pace.  


Each week of camp is $900.  This price includes all meals, all lessons, a horse and equipment needed for each rider, helmets will be provided if riders do not have their own equipment.  Boarding fee is $85 per week, and must be reserved ahead of arrival date.  If riders are younger and have never been away from their home, there are half-weeks of camp at $450 per half-week.  Day camps are also offered for those that live close to the Farm.  Call for information on these.


Special programs for Girl Scouts and large groups of riders who wish to spend an overnight at the Farm are available.  Go to the Forms Page to download all information about these programs.  Forms for camp are also available on that page of this web site.
